4 The “or not” clause was only included on the NPORS, not the ATP.

5 BORN was asked of all respondents on the paper version of the NPORS, since filtering is more difficult on paper surveys. Also, to improve
the formatting of the paper questionnaire, the word “Christian” was not included in the response options on the paper version of the
NPORS, though it was included in the question stem.

6 The “or not” clause was only included on the NPORS, not the ATP.
