* Not all questions included in the Spring 2024 Global Attitudes Survey are presented in this
topline. Omitted questions have either been previously released or will be released in
future reports.

* Trend information in the United States is available in the topline for the previous report on
U.S. Catholics. However, some of the trends presented there are for the general population,
not just Catholics.
