• Survey results are based on a national sample of the United States. For further details on
sample designs, see Methodology section.

• Due to rounding, percentages may not total 100%. The topline “total” columns show 100%,
because they are based on unrounded numbers.

• Prior to 2024, combined totals were based on rounded topline figures. Going forward, totals
will be based on unrounded topline figures, so combined totals might be different than in
previous years.

• The U.S. survey was conducted by Ipsos for Pew Research Center on the Ipsos
KnowledgePanel Government and Academic Omnibus. Many questions have been asked in
previous surveys on Pew Research Center’s American Trends Panel and on the phone. Web
and phone trends for comparison are provided in separate tables throughout the topline. The
extent of the mode differences varies across questions; while there are negligible differences
on some questions, others have more pronounced differences. Caution should be taken when
evaluating online and phone estimates.
